“I feel deserving. I think I deserve what I have. In fact, I
think I ought to have more considering how well I have

lived or in light of all I have done.”

22, Ungrateful (Luke 17:11-19; Ephesians 5:19-20; 1
Thessalonians 5:16-18; Colossians 3:15-17; Philippians
2:14))

“I often feel ungrateful. Instead of thanking other
people, I tend to complain about them. I grumble about
what I don’t have or my lot in life. I am not amazed by
grace on a regular basis and lack joy in my life.”

23. Captive to Self-Pity

“I find myself wallowing in self-pity. I am consumed
with how I am treated by God and others. I tend to feel
mistreated and hate being misunderstood. I seldom
recognize or sympathize with what’s going on with
others around me because I feel that I have it worse
than they do.”

24. Jealous & Envious (James 3:13-16)

“I can be jealous or envious of others abilities,
possessions, positions, accomplishments or friends. I
want to be what others are or want to have what others
have. I think I deserve or should have the good things

other people do. I find it hard to rejoice when others are
blessed by God.”

Read with the following suggestions in mind.

1. Ask God to illuminate your mind so you can
discover any pride that may exist in your life.

2. Ask God to convict you on specific points of pride.

3. Confess your pride to God and ask for His
forgiveness (1 John 1:9).

4. Ask God to give you a holy hatred for pride & its
fruit.
